THE WORKSHOP 
Rod’s workshop will expose the student to all aspects of creating a portrait 

using the medium pastel in the classical realist tradition. There will be daily 

demos and instruction by Rod using a live model. The student will learn how 

to capture the likeness of the subject and how the use of values of color can 

help produce a realistic rendition whether using the live model or a photo-

graph.   

  This workshop is for intermediate to advanced students with a basic under-

standing of drawing, but knowledge of pastel use is not necessary since the 

method used is not practice by most pastelists.

Rod sold his first commissioned work in 1983 after studying at the Art  

Academy of Cincinnati.  He has been influenced and studied under the mas-

ter painter Daniel E. Greene N.A. at his New York studio. His paintings have 

been featured in many exhibits and art shows and hang in private and public 

locations in the United States.
